What to expect after the vaccine

Children will receive two doses of the Pfizer vaccine, given 3 weeks apart.
The vaccine for children 5 to 11 years old is a third of the dose given to adults.
Like other routine vaccines, your child may get a sore arm, fever, headaches,
or fatigue after getting vaccinated.
