2. Countywide Equalization of Base Rates and Elimination of MOU 1 & MOU 2* 
It is recommended that the SELPA VII Executive Council approve the Countywide Equalization of Base Rates 
and Elimination of MOU 1 & MOU 2 outlined below, as recommended by SELPA VII special education 
program and fiscal representatives. 

• Eliminate MOU 1 and MOU 2  
• Districts will pay “true costs” of COE programs  
• Take the revenue from SELPA III’s Base Rate that is in excess of the statewide target rate to 

redistribute to all SELPAs 
• Distribute excess revenue from SELPA III to all SELPAs in the county by SELPA ADA  
• All SELPAs in the county will have the same base rate   
• LEAs within SELPA VII will have the same base rate
